Some considerations 


Explore Jesus’ interactions with people who are mistreated by society, showing how he treated them with acceptance and dignity which led to change


There is no one story used but you may select any story that Jesus tells in the gospels to teach others about how to care and treat others properly


The key verse is Matthew 7:12 


He teaches followers while gathered on a mountain/hill top


The message conveyed is that this requires a response 


The teaching complements the great commandment in Matthew 22 verses 27-29. 





Some questions for interaction with students


How do you like to be treated?


Think of a time when you have helped someone, or have seen someone help another person


How would society be if everyone treated others with respect, kindness, fairness etc?


Find examples of people treating people nicely in the media





Some applications to consider and explore in the Message/talk


Who are people in need in our community?


How might you treat people differently?


Is caring and treating people fairly important in today’s world?


Is it hard to be nice/kind to others?


How did Jesus show us to treat other people?





2. SUGGESTED WAYS OF USING THIS ORDER OF SERVICE


The Order of Service can be used in any of the following ways:


As a basis for a school assembly


A combined Special Religious Education activity by Christian groups


A basis for churches to conduct Education Week services involving representatives from the local public schools.














SUGGESTIONS FOR USING THE ORDER OF SERVICE





For many years the NSW Department of Education and Training has provided a Christian Order of Service for use by schools and churches to celebrate Education Week. This is a generic form of service that is suitable in inter-denominational Christian contexts. It can be used by:


schools at an assembly


teachers of Special Religious Education as part of their regular lessons or assemblies


Christian churches where it may be adapted or creatively expanded as a special service or to fit into regular church services.





Should the school wish to conduct a multi-faith celebration, reference should be made to the religious education policy referenced above. We have also provided some additional notes – see below.





Schools are required to notify parents of any Education Week religious service and the right of parents to withdraw their children from any religious education is to be respected. If this activity is part of Special Religious Education, existing parent nominations of non-SRE are to be respected.





When used in schools, the Order of Service may be adapted to match school practices and special assemblies. It is designed to allow active participation in ways that suit the age and skills of students. In planning the Order of Service, it is important to take into account the time available. 





The Order of Service is designed to be used creatively. To assist you, the following suggestions are made:





 1. ORDER OF SERVICE MESSAGE/TALK


The following ideas and suggestions are offered for a talk or message linked with the theme for Education Week Learning for Sustainability: NSW Public Schools - Leading the way and with the core values of NSW Public Schools. This year’s service highlights treating other people the way we want to be treated, i.e. with respect, responsibility, care and fairness.
